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Policy

Medical conditions suffered by children fall broadly into three categories.

The first category is the children who require regular treatment for:

· Asthma

· Epilepsy

· Anaphylactic condition

· Diabetes

We encourage asthma sufferers to be responsible for their own medication (inhalers), making sure that they carry them with them at all times, particularly during games and PE and use them when they need to. Inhalers are kept in a marked box in each classroom. However, the youngest users or new users may need help or support from an adult. In this instance, the inhaler will be kept in the office in a designated place and will be used by the child under adult supervision. 

Arrangements for the administration of medicines for the other conditions stated above will be negotiated on an individual basis.

The second category covers children needing short-term medication for a specific condition (e.g. after an operation). This again will be negotiated on an individual basis in consultation with the Headteacher.

The third category consists of children who have been prescribed a course of medication by their Doctor, most commonly antibiotics.

It is usually possible to prescribe an antibiotic that can be taken three times a day rather than four times a day. Please ask your Doctor if this is possible in your child’s case.

If there are specific reasons why this is not possible, arrangements can be made for the medication to be administered at the stated time either by you coming into school and doing it yourself or, if this is not possible, by a designated member of staff. 

Non-prescribed medicines will not be administered in any circumstances.

In all categories, parents will have to complete a consent form as set in the County Policies and Guidance Manual, detailing medication, dosage etc.
