Attendance Policy – Additional Guidance.

Persistent Absence. 

'Persistent absence' refers to absence of more than 15% (85% attendance and below), whether authorised or unauthorised. Pupils with persistent absence are often those unlikely to reach their potential at school. They are also significantly more likely to engage in anti-social behaviour and are more at risk of other negative outcomes. It follows that we as a school and the LEA will focus on this high-risk group so that these pupils are in a strong position to make progress. If a child’s attendance drops to 85% or below, the Attendance Improvement Officer will become involved, a meeting arranged and close monitoring of the child’s attendance will follow.

PLEASE NOTE: 

The school will not authorise absence for:

· Holidays at any time in the school year

· Students to attend non essential activities e.g. treats, clubs, after-school activities, birthday parties, shopping outings or similar

· Accompanying other persons to appointments e.g. medical, social
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
